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John 14:15-24

Deut 29:29—The secret things belong to the Lord.

Rom 11:33—Oh, the depth of the riches, both of the wisdom and knowledge of God, these things are unsearchable.  These things are unfathomable.

John 7: 33—Therefore Jesus said, “For a little while longer I am with you, then I go to Him who sent Me.”

John 8:21—Then He said again to them, “I go away, and you will seek Me, and will die in your sin; where I am going, you cannot come.”

John 13:33—Little children, I am with you a little while longer. You will seek Me; and as I said to the Jews, now I also say to you, ‘Where I am going, you cannot come.’

Background
· The Trinity lives in every Christian.
· No experience will ever take a believer into the presence of God beyond what a believer receives at the new birth (regeneration).  
· Jesus is with His disciples on Thursday night of Passion Week
· They are troubled because Jesus is telling them that He is leaving.  He was everything to them.  
· He says to them to “stop letting your hearts be troubled.”  In comforting them, Jesus gives them a series of promises.  The ultimate promise comes in v. 16, but it has a qualifier based on v. 15.

Jn 16:16—A little while, and you will no longer see Me; and again a little while, and you will see Me.

Jn 17:20—I do not ask on behalf of these alone, but for those also who believe in Me through their word.

2 Cor 5:16—Therefore from now on we recognize no one according to the flesh; even though we have known Christ according to the flesh, yet now we know Him in this way no longer.

Rom 8:19—For the anxious longing of the creation waits eagerly for the revealing of the sons of God.

1 Jn 3:2—Beloved, now you are the children of God; but it doesn’t appear what you will be, and it won’t appear until you see Christ and you’re like Him.
John 14:21—Jesus answered and said to him, “If anyone loves Me, he will keep My word; and My Father will love him, and We will come to him and make Our abode with him.

John 14:23—Jesus answered and said to him, “If anyone loves Me, he will keep My word; and My Father will love him, and We will come to him and make Our abode with him.

John 15:10—If you keep My commandments, you will abide in My love; just as I have kept My Father’s commandments and abide in His love.

1 Corinthians 16:22—If anyone does not love the Lord, he is to be accursed. Maranatha. 

John 8:31-32—So Jesus was saying to those Jews who had believed Him, “If you continue in My word, then you are truly disciples of Mine; 32 and you will know the truth, and the truth will make you free.”

Rev 2:7—He who has an ear, let him hear what the Spirit says to the churches. To him who overcomes, I will grant to eat of the tree of life which is in the Paradise of God.’

Jn 6:51—I am the living bread that came down out of heaven; if anyone eats of this bread, he will live forever; and the bread also which I will give for the life of the world is My flesh.” 

Rev 2:26-28—He who overcomes, and he who keeps My deeds until the end, TO HIM I WILL GIVE AUTHORITY OVER THE NATIONS; 27 AND HE SHALL RULE THEM WITH A ROD OF IRON, AS THE VESSELS OF THE POTTER ARE BROKEN TO PIECES, as I also have received authority from My Father; 28 and I will give him the morning star.

Rev 22:16—I, Jesus, have sent My angel to testify to you these things for the churches. I am the root and the descendant of David, the bright morning star.

Rev 3:12—He who overcomes, I will make him a pillar in the temple of My God, and he will not go out from it anymore; and I will write on him the name of My God, and the name of the city of My God, the new Jerusalem, which comes down out of heaven from My God, and My new name.

Rev 3:21—He who overcomes, I will grant to him to sit down with Me on My throne, as I also overcame and sat down with My Father on His throne.
 
John 16:7—But I tell you the truth, it is to your advantage that I go away; for if I do not go away, the Helper will not come to you; but if I go, I will send Him to you.

3 provisions of Love in the Ultimate Promise

I. The Presence of the Holy Spirit, vv16-17 (part 1 last week)

A. You will do greater works, v. 12

B. I will answer every prayer in My name, v. 13    

C. You will go forth with power, v. 16

Acts 1:8—but you will receive power when the Holy Spirit has come upon you; and you shall be My witnesses both in Jerusalem, and in all Judea and Samaria, and even to the remotest part of the earth.”

II. The Presence of the Son

A. The world hates you; you know that it hated me before. (Jn. 15:18)

B. There will be tribulation.

John 16:33—In this world, you shall have tribulation.

C. He will come.

Matthew 28:20—teaching them to observe all that I commanded you; and lo, I am with you always, even to the end of the age.

D. He will be back to live in you forever, v 21. 

Gal 2:20—I have been crucified with Christ; and it is no longer I who live, but Christ lives in me; and the life which I now live in the flesh I live by faith in the Son of God, who loved me and gave Himself up for me. 

III. The Presence of the Spirit to True Believers, vv 16-18

A. You are the temple of the living God (I Cor 6:19). 

B. They were worried of a pending arrest and struggled to believe, v22

v.24—If anyone loves Me, he will keep My word; and My Father will love him, and We will come to him and make Our abode with him.

Luke 6:46—Why do you call Me, ‘Lord, Lord,’ and do not do what I say? 

C. You have died; you are not your own.

Col 3:3—For you have died and your life is hidden with Christ in God. 

D. You are one with Christ (v 5); therefore reject idolatry.

1 Cor 6:17—But the one who joins himself to the Lord is one spirit with Him.
Col 3:9-10— Do not lie to one another, since you laid aside the old self with its evil practices, 10 and have put on the new self who is being renewed to a true knowledge according to the image of the One who created him
Col 3:12-14—So, as those who have been chosen of God, holy and beloved, put on a heart of compassion, kindness, humility, gentleness and [k]patience; 13 bearing with one another, and forgiving each other, whoever has a complaint against anyone; just as the Lord forgave you, so also should you. 14 Beyond all these things put on love, which is the perfect bond of unity. 
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
