1 Jn 2:15-29

3 principles on how to Overcome our Desire to Love the World
I. The Command: Loving Not the World, vv. 15-17
John 3:16—For God so loved the world, that He gave His only begotten Son, that whoever believes in Him shall not perish, but have eternal life. 
A. Defining the “world” 
1. The world created 
Psalm 97:4—His lightnings lit up the world; the earth saw and trembled. 
Psalm 98:7—Let the sea roar and all it contains, the world and those who dwell in it. 
Isaiah 40:28—Do you not know? Have you not heard?
The Everlasting God, the LORD, the Creator of the ends of the earth. Does not become weary or tired. His understanding is inscrutable.
2. The world of people
John 1:29—The next day he saw Jesus coming to him and said, “Behold, the Lamb of God who takes away the sin of the world!” 
3. The world’s philosophies 
Matthew 18:7—Woe to the world because of its stumbling blocks! For it is inevitable that stumbling blocks come; but woe to that man through whom the stumbling block comes!
2 Cor 10:5—We are destroying speculations and every lofty thing raised up against the knowledge of God, and we are taking every thought captive to the obedience of Christ,

B. Defining “Love”


[bookmark: _GoBack]1. Eros—erotic love, love between husband and wife 
2. Sterga—Love between parents and children
3. Philew—friendship love, fondness, closeness
4. Agape (agapaw)—sacrificial, giving love
C. Understanding it’s significance
1. For all that is in the world, v. 16a
a. the lust (desires) of the flesh
b. the lust (desires) of the eyes
c. the pride of life
2. Is not from the Father, but is from the world, v. 16b
James 4:4—You adulteresses, do you not know that friendship with the world is hostility toward God? Therefore whoever wishes to be a friend of the world makes himself an enemy of God. 
Matt 6:24—No one can serve two masters; for either he will hate the one and love the other, or he will be devoted to one and despise the other. You cannot serve God and wealth.
a. The world is passing away, and also its lusts, v. 17a
b. The one who does the will of God lives forever, v. 17b
1 Timothy 6:6-10—But godliness actually is a means of great gain when accompanied by contentment. For we have brought nothing into the world, so we cannot take anything out of it either. If we have food and covering, with these we shall be content. But those who want to get rich fall into temptation and a snare and many foolish and harmful desires which plunge men into ruin and destruction. For the love of money is a root of all sorts of evil, and some by longing for it have wandered away from the faith and pierced themselves with many griefs. 
II. False Teachers: Recognition of Deception, vv. 18-24
A. Defining “anti-Christ” 
1. A person identified in Revelation during the tribulation period who will oppose Christ and His followers
2. False teachers who deny biblical doctrine and misrepresent the gospel of Christ
3. Demonic forces advocating and propagating “anti-Christ teaching”
Acts 20:28-30—Be on guard for yourselves and for all the flock, among which the Holy Spirit has made you overseers, to shepherd the church of God which He purchased with His own blood.  I know that after my departure savage wolves will come in among you, not sparing the flock; and from among your own selves men will arise, speaking perverse things, to draw away the disciples after them. 
B. Clarifying the issue 
1 John 2:23-24—Whoever denies the Son does not have the Father; the one who confesses the Son has the Father also. As for you, let that abide in you which you heard from the beginning. If what you heard from the beginning abides in you, you also will abide in the Son and in the Father. 
John 1:3—All things were made through Him, and without Him nothing was made that was made.
III. Our Anointing of the Spirit, vv. 24-27
A. Anointing and Power You received
1 John 2:27—But the anointing which you have received from Him abides in you, and you do not need that anyone teach you; but as the same anointing teaches you concerning all things, and is true, and is not a lie, and just as it has taught you, you will abide in Him. 
B. Abide (Remain) in Him
1 John 2:28—And now, little children, abide in Him, that when He appears, we may have confidence and not be ashamed before Him at His coming.
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
