Psalm 19:1‐2 ‐ The heavens are telling of the glory of God; and their expanse is declaring the work of His hands. Day to day pours forth speech, and night to night reveals knowledge. 
Johannes Kepler ‐ “The undevout astronomer is mad.” 
B. In man’s conscience 
Romans 1:19 ‐ because that which is known about God is evident within them; for God made it evident to them. 
C. Through the prophets 
Matthew 5:17 ‐ Do not think that I came to abolish the Law or the Prophets; I did not come to abolish but to fulfill.

1. God has gone to great lengths to communicate with you

David Jeremiah – What in the World is Going On? 
3. We are very fortunate to live at a point in the history of God’s world where we have the fulfillment of God’s Revelation in the Person of His Son 
1 Peter 1:10‐12 ‐ Concerning this salvation, the prophets who prophesied about the grace that was to be yours searched and inquired carefully, inquiring what person or time the Spirit of Christ in them was indicating when he predicted the sufferings of Christ and the subsequent glories. It was revealed to them that they were serving not themselves but you, in the things that have now been announced to you through those who preached the good news to you by the Holy Spirit sent from heaven, things into which angels long to look. 
Isaiah 53:5 ‐ But he was wounded for our transgressions; he was crushed for our iniquities; upon him was the chastisement that brought us peace, and with his stripes we are healed. 
Romans 15:4 ‐ For whatever was written in former days was written for our instruction, that through endurance and through the encouragement of the Scriptures we might have hope. 
Colossians 3:23 ‐ Whatever you do, work heartily, as for the Lord and not for men, 
II. Because of How He Reveals 
A. He is the radiance of God’s glory 
Hebrews 1:3 ‐ He is the radiance of the glory of God… 
“apaugasma” – to send forth light 
B. He is the exact representation of His nature 
Hebrews 1:3 ‐ And He is the…exact representation of His nature… 
C. He upholds all things by the power of His Word 
Hebrews 1:3 ‐ And He…upholds all things by the word of His power. 
“Scientists who discover great and amazing truths are doing nothing but discovering a few of the laws that Jesus Christ designed and uses to control the world. No scientist or mathematician, no astronomer or nuclear physicist, could do anything without the upholding power of Jesus Christ. The whole universe hangs on the arm of Jesus. His unsearchable wisdom and boundless power are manifested in governing the universe. And He does it by the word of His power, without effort. The key to the creation story in Genesis is in two words, “God said.” God spoke and it happened” (John MacArthur – Hebrews, p. 17). 
D. He made the final purification for our sins 
Hebrews 1:3 ‐ …When He had made purification of sins, He sat down at the right hand of the Majesty on high, 
2 Corinthians 5:15 ‐ and He died for all, so that they who live might no longer live for themselves, but for Him who died and rose again on their behalf. 
Colossians 1:18 ‐ And he is the head of the body, the church. He is the beginning, the firstborn from the dead, that in everything he might be preeminent. 
Colossians 4:6 ‐ Let your speech always be gracious, seasoned with salt, so that you may know how you ought to answer each person. 
III. Because of Whom Jesus Exceeds 
A. The significance of angels in the Scripture 
2 Kings 6:14 ‐ So he sent horses and chariots and a great army, and they came by night and surrounded the city. 
2 Kings 6:15 ‐ When the servant of the man of God rose early in the morning and went out, behold, an army with horses and chariots was all around the city. And the servant said, “Alas, my master! What shall we do?” 
2 Kings 6:16 ‐ He said, “Do not be afraid, for those who are with us are more than those who are with them.” 
2 Kings 6:17 ‐ Then Elisha prayed and said, “O Lord, please open his eyes that he may see.” So the Lord opened the eyes of the young man, and he saw, and behold, the mountain was full of horses and chariots of fire all around Elisha. 
B. Jesus is superior to angels because of: 
1. His name 
Hebrews 1:5 ‐ For to which of the angels did God ever say, “You are my Son, today I have begotten you”? Or again, “I will be to him a father, and he shall be to me a son”? 
2. His position 
Hebrews 1:7 ‐ …and let all the angels of God worship Him 
3. His rule 
Hebrews 1:8 ‐ Your throne O God is forever and ever… 
4. His resilience 
Hebrews 1:11 ‐ They will perish but You remain… 
5. His future 
Hebrews 1:13 ‐ And to which of the angels has he ever said, “Sit at my right hand until I make your enemies a footstool for your feet”?
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
