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Living Together Through a Growing Knowledge of Our God
Matthew 5:16 - Let your light shine before men in such a way that they may see your good works, and glorify your Father who is in heaven.
3 lessons from the call of Moses about knowing our God:
I. Be Encouraged that God Wants You to Know Him Personally
A. Descendants of Seth
Genesis 4:26 - To Seth, to him also a son was born; and he called his name Enosh. Then men began to call upon the name of the Lord.
B. Enoch
Genesis 5:24 - Enoch walked with God…
C. Noah
Genesis 6:9 - These are the records of the generations of Noah. Noah was a righteous man, blameless in his time; Noah walked with God.
D. Abraham
Genesis 12:8 - …there he built an altar to the Lord and called upon the name of the Lord.
E. Joseph
Genesis 45:7-8 - God sent me before you to preserve for you a remnant in the earth, and to keep you alive by a great deliverance. Now, therefore, it was not you who sent me here, but God; and He has made me a father to Pharaoh and lord of all his household and ruler over all the land of Egypt.
F. Midwives
Exodus 1:17 - But the midwives feared God, and did not do as the king of Egypt had commanded them, but let the boys live.
G. Paul
Philippians 3:8 - More than that, I count all things to be loss in view of the surpassing value of knowing Christ Jesus my Lord, for whom I have suffered the loss of all things, and count them but rubbish so that I may gain Christ,
H. Moses
Exodus 3:5-6 - Then He said, “Do not come near here; remove your sandals from your feet, for the place on which you are standing is holy ground.” He said also, “I am the God of your father, the God of Abraham, the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob.” Then Moses hid his face, for he was afraid to look at God.
Hebrews 2:1-4 - For this reason we must pay much closer attention to what we have heard, so that we do not drift away from it. For if the word spoken through angels proved unalterable, and every transgression and disobedience received a just penalty, how will we escape if we neglect so great a salvation? After it was at the first spoken through the Lord, it was confirmed to us by those who heard, God also testifying with them, both by signs and wonders and by various miracles and by gifts of the Holy Spirit according to His own will.
Romans 10:17 - So faith comes from hearing, and hearing by the word of Christ.
1 Timothy 3:15 - but in case I am delayed, I write so that you will know how one ought to conduct himself in the household of God, which is the church of the living God, the pillar and support of the truth.
II. Be Amazed that God is Patient with Us as We Learn
A. Moses’ first objection – Who am I?
Exodus 3:11 - But Moses said to God, “Who am I, that I should go to Pharaoh, and that I should bring the sons of Israel out of Egypt?”
Exodus 3:12 - And He said, “Certainly I will be with you, and this shall be the sign to you that it is I who have sent you: when you have brought the people out of Egypt, you shall worship God at this mountain.”
B. Moses’ second objection – What if Your people ask Your name?
Exodus 3:13 - …Now they may say to me, “What is His name?” What shall I say to them?
Exodus 3:14 - God said to Moses, “I AM WHO I AM”; and He said, “Thus you shall say to the sons of Israel, ‘I AM has sent me to you.’ ”
C. Moses’ third objection – What if our enemies will not believe me?
Exodus 4:1 - Then Moses said, “What if they will not believe me or listen to what I say? For they may say, ‘The Lord has not appeared to you.’ ”
Exodus 4:2-3 - The Lord said to him, “What is that in your hand?” And he said, “A staff.” Then He said, “Throw it on the ground.” So he threw it on the ground, and it became a serpent; and Moses fled from it.
D. Moses’ fourth objection – I am not eloquent.
Exodus 4:10 - Then Moses said to the Lord, “Please, Lord, I have never been eloquent, neither recently nor in time past, nor since You have spoken to Your servant; for I am slow of speech and slow of tongue.”
Exodus 4:11-12 - The Lord said to him, “Who has made man’s mouth? Or who makes him mute or deaf, or seeing or blind? Is it not I, the Lord? “Now then go, and I, even I, will be with your mouth, and teach you what you are to say.”
E. Moses’ fifth objection – Please send someone else.
(ESV) Exodus 4:13 - But he said, “Oh, my Lord, please send someone else.”
Exodus 4:14-15 - Then the anger of the Lord burned against Moses, and He said, “Is there not your brother Aaron the Levite? I know that he speaks fluently. And moreover, behold, he is coming out to meet you; when he sees you, he will be glad in his heart. You are to speak to him and put the words in his mouth; and I, even I, will be with your mouth and his mouth, and I will teach you what you are to do.”
Psalm 103:8 - The Lord is compassionate and gracious, slow to anger and abounding in lovingkindness.
III. Be Instructed that God Expects Us to Act on What We’ve Learned
A. Be sure that you’ve taken the first step to knowing God personally
Romans 5:12 - Therefore, just as through one man sin entered into the world, and death through sin, and so death spread to all men, because all sinned—
Romans 5:15 - But the free gift is not like the transgression. For if by the transgression of the one the many died, much more did the grace of God and the gift by the grace of the one Man, Jesus Christ, abound to the many.
B. Make knowing Him personally a priority this year
C. Rejoice in God’s promised personal presence
Hebrews 13:5 - Make sure that your character is free from the love of money, being content with what you have; for He Himself has said, “I will never desert you, nor will I ever forsake you,”
D. Be as patient with God’s people as He is
1 Thessalonians 5:14 - We urge you, brethren, admonish the unruly, encourage the fainthearted, help the weak, be patient with everyone.
E. Be much quicker to obey God’s commands then Moses was
3 John 4 - I have no greater joy than this, to hear of my children walking in the truth.
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
