Jesus Can Help You Draw Near to God 
3 REASONS JESUS CAN CONNECT YOU TO THE FATHER LIKE NO ONE ELSE: 
I. Because He is a Better Hope – vv. 1‐19 
Hebrews 5:10‐11 ‐ being designated by God as a high priest according to the order of Melchizedek. Concerning him we have much to say, and it is hard to explain, since you have become dull of hearing. 
A. The importance of the Levitical priests 
B. Melchizedek 
1. Genesis 14:17‐20 
Genesis 14:17‐20 ‐ Then after his return from the defeat of Chedorlaomer and the kings who were with him, the king of Sodom went out to meet him at the valley of Shaveh (that is, the King’s Valley). And Melchizedek king of Salem brought out bread and wine; now he was a priest of God Most High. He blessed him and said, “Blessed be Abram of God Most High, Possessor of heaven and earth; and blessed be God Most High, Who has delivered your enemies into your hand.” He gave him a tenth of all. 
2. Psalm 110 
Psalm 110:4 ‐ The Lord has sworn and will not change His mind, “You are a priest forever according to the order of Melchizedek.” 
John 3:14 ‐ As Moses lifted up the serpent in the wilderness, even so must the Son of Man be lifted up; 
C. The 3 step logic 
1. Melchizedek was superior to the Levitical priests 
a. Because Melchizedek was a priest and a king – v. 1 
b. Because Abraham tithed to Melchizedek – v. 2 
c. Melchizedek was a priest perpetually – v. 3 
2. Melchizedek was only a “type” of Christ 
Psalm 110:4 ‐ The Lord has sworn and will not change His mind, “You are a priest forever according to the order of Melchizedek.” 
3. If Melchizedek was superior to the Levitical priests, and Jesus is superior to Melchizedek, it is time for a paradigm shift 
Hebrews 7:19 ‐ …there is a bringing in of a better hope, through which we draw near to God. 
4. The joy and value of drawing near 
II. Jesus is a Permanent Priest 
A. Based on an oath made by God Himself 
Psalm 110:4 ‐ The Lord has sworn and will not change His mind, “You are a priest forever according to the order of Melchizedek.” 
Hebrews 7:23 ‐ The former priests, on the one hand, existed in greater numbers because they were prevented by death from continuing, 
B. Jesus conquered death 
Hebrews 7:24 ‐ but Jesus, on the other hand, because He continues forever, holds His priesthood permanently. 
C. He can save completely 
Hebrews 7:25 ‐ Therefore He is able also to save forever those who draw near to God through Him… 
D. He always lives to make intercession for them 
Hebrews 7:25 ‐ …since He always lives to make intercession for them. 
III. Because He is the Perfect Savior 
A. Holy 
Hebrews 7:26 ‐ For it was fitting for us to have such a high priest, holy, innocent, undefiled, separated from sinners and exalted above the heavens; 
B. Offered Himself, once for all 
Hebrews 7:27 ‐ who does not need daily, like those high priests, to offer up sacrifices, first for His own sins and then for the sins of the people, because this He did once for all when He offered up Himself. 
C. He has been made perfect forever 



Hebrews 7:28 ‐ For the Law appoints men as high priests who are weak, but the word of the oath, which came after the Law, appoints a Son, made perfect forever.
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
