John 4:1-42 
3 ways the church stays on mission
I. Recognize the need
A.  Witness to Nicodemus (John 3)

John 3:1—Now there was a man of the Pharisees, named Nicodemus, a ruler of the Jews
John 3:10—Jesus answered and said to him, “Are you the teacher of Israel and do not understand these things?”
1. Jew
2. Man
3. The teacher of the law 
4. Esteemed 
A. Witness to the Samaritan Woman

John 4:7-9—There came a woman of Samaria to draw water. Jesus said to her, “Give Me a drink.” 8 For His disciples had gone away into the city to buy food. 9 Therefore the Samaritan woman said to Him, “How is it that You, being a Jew, ask me for a drink since I am a Samaritan woman?” (For Jews have no dealings with Samaritans.)

1. Samaritan
2. Woman
3. Moral Outcast

B. Witness to the Samaritan
John 4:39—From that city many of the Samaritans believed in Him because of the word of the woman who testified, “He told me all the things that I have done.”
II. Tailor the message
A. Stay on message

1 Peter 3:15— …but sanctify Christ as Lord in your hearts, always being ready to make a defense to everyone who asks you to give an account for the hope that is in you, yet with gentleness and reverence
B. Objections will come
John 4:19-20—The woman said to Him, “Sir, I perceive that You are a prophet. 20 Our fathers worshiped in this mountain, and you people say that in Jerusalem is the place where men ought to worship.”
B. Bring the conversation back to Christ

John 4:25-26—The woman said to Him, “I know that Messiah is coming (He who is called Christ); when that One comes, He will declare all things to us.” 26 Jesus said to her, “I who speak to you am He.”

A. Many believed
John 4:29—From that city many of the Samaritans believed in Him because of the word of the woman who testified, “He told me all the things that I have done.”
B. More believed because of His word
John 4:30—Many more believed because of His word.
C. We go, speak, and teach
Matthew 28:19-20—Go therefore and make disciples of all the nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and the Son and the Holy Spirit, 20 teaching them to observe all that I commanded you; and lo, I am with you always, even to the end of the age.”
Mark 16:15—And He said to them, “Go into all the world and preach the gospel to all creation.
Luke 14:23—And the master said to the slave, ‘Go out into the highways and along the hedges, and compel them to come in, so that my house may be filled.
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
