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Love’s Betrayer
John 13:21-30
Colossians 1:28—We proclaim Him, admonishing every man and teaching every man with all wisdom, so that we may present every man complete in Christ. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Philippians 1:6—For I am confident of this very thing, that He who began a good work in you will perfect it until the day of Christ Jesus. 
John 13:1—Now before the Feast of the Passover, Jesus knowing that His hour had come that He would depart out of this world to the Father, having loved His own who were in the world, He loved them to the end. 
4 lessons from the betrayal of Judas
I.  Betrayal Predicted
v. 18—I do not speak of all of you. I know the ones I have chosen; but it is that the Scripture may be fulfilled, ‘HE WHO EATS MY BREAD HAS LIFTED UP HIS HEEL AGAINST ME.’
John 6:70—Jesus answered them, “Did I Myself not choose you, the twelve, and yet one of you is a devil?”
Psalm 41:9—He who eats My bread has lifted up his heel against Me.
John 17:12— While I was with them, I was keeping them in Your name which You have given Me; and I guarded them and not one of them perished but the [a]son of perdition, so that the Scripture would be fulfilled.
Psalm 55: 12—For it is not an enemy who reproaches me, then I could bear it; nor is it one who hates me who has exalted himself against me, then I could hide myself from him.
Psalm 55:20—He has put forth his hand against those who were at peace with him; he has violated his covenant.  His speech was smoother than butter, but his heart was war; his words were softer than oil, yet they were drawn swords.
Zechariah 11:12-13— Then I said, ‘If it is good in your sight, give me my wages; if not, never mind!’ So they weighed out thirty shekels of silver as my wages.  Then the Lord said to me, ‘Throw it to the potter, that magnificent price at which I was valued by them.’ So I took the thirty shekels of silver and threw them to the potter in the house of the Lord.
v. 19— before it comes to pass, so that when it does occur, you may believe that I am He.   
II.  Betrayal Publicized
v. 20—‘Truly, truly, I say to you, he who receives whomever I send receives me; and he who receives Me receives Him who sent Me.’ When Jesus had said this, He became troubled in spirit, and testified and said, ‘Truly, truly, I say to you, that one of you will betray Me.’
Galatians in 4:14—Even in my bodily condition, you didn’t despise, you didn’t loathe me, but you received me as an angel of God, as Christ Jesus Himself.
People, still, can always pick out a hypocrite.
v. 21—When Jesus had said this, He became troubled in spirit, and testified and said, “Truly, truly, I say to you, that one of you will betray Me.
“Testified”--only appears 3 times in Matthew, Mark, and Luke, but John uses it  33 times.
III.  Betrayal Unexpected
v. 22—The disciples began looking at one another, at a loss to know of which one He was speaking.
Judas was the artful hypocrite.
There are always hypocrites in the church.
“Disciple whom Jesus loved”—the way John identifies himself.
IV. Betrayer Unmasked
v. 26—That is the one for whom I shall dip the morsel and give it to him.’ So when He had dipped the morsel, He took and gave it to Judas, the son of Simon Iscariot.
v. 27—After the morsel, Satan then entered into him. Therefore Jesus said to him, ‘What you do, do quickly.’
v. 30--So after receiving the morsel he went out immediately; and it was night. 
Lessons from Judas:
· The folly of lost opportunity
· Wasted privilege—to know the truth of Christ, to see His beauty, to understand His glory—and to turn against Him  
· The danger of loving money, and power, and ambition, as well as temporal things  
· The frightening example of how engaged the devil can be in spiritual hypocrisy
· People can literally descend into the control of Satan—the deadliness of hypocrisy and living the fruitlessness of living a false life. 
However, nothing that sinful men will ever do can thwart the purposes of a Sovereign God.  
The seeming tragedy of the cross was actually the triumph of redemption. 
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
