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Jesus Shed His Blood for You 
3 STEPS TO BE SURE YOU ARE BENEFITTING FROM THE DEATH OF CHRIST: 
I. Ask Two Questions about Your Approach to God 
A. Does it provide genuine access? 
1. The Old Covenant didn’t 
verse 5 ‐ but of these things we cannot now speak in detail. 
Hebrews 9:2 ‐ For there was a tabernacle prepared, the outer one, in which were the lampstand and the table and the sacred bread; this is called the holy place. 
Hebrews 9:6 ‐ Now when these things have been so prepared, the priests are continually entering the outer tabernacle performing the divine worship, 
Hebrews 9:3‐4 ‐ Behind the second veil there was a tabernacle which is called the Holy of Holies, having …the ark of the covenant covered on all sides with gold, in which was a golden jar holding the manna, and Aaron’s rod which budded, and the tables of the covenant; 
Hebrews 9:5 ‐ and above it were the cherubim of glory overshadowing the mercy seat… 
Exodus 25:22 ‐ There I will meet with you; and from above the mercy seat, from between the two cherubim which are upon the ark of the testimony, I will speak to you about all that I will give you in commandment for the sons of Israel. 
Hebrews 9:8 ‐ The Holy Spirit is signifying this, that the way into the holy place has not yet been disclosed while the outer tabernacle is still standing, 
2. Many modern day approaches don’t as well 
B. Does it result in a clear conscience? 
Hebrews 9:9 ‐ …Accordingly both gifts and sacrifices are offered which cannot make the worshiper perfect in conscience, 
Hebrews 9:14 ‐ how much more will the blood of Christ, who through the eternal Spirit offered Himself without blemish to God, cleanse your conscience… 
II. Consider Carefully the Blood of Christ 
Hebrews 9:22 ‐ …without shedding of blood there is no forgiveness. 
A. Even the old covenant was inaugurated with blood – vv. 18‐21 
Exodus 24:6‐8 ‐ Moses took half of the blood and put it in basins, and the other half of the blood he sprinkled on the altar. Then he took the book of the covenant and read it in the hearing of the people; and they said, “All that the Lord has spoken we will do, and we will be obedient!” So Moses took the blood and sprinkled it on the people, and said, “Behold the blood of the covenant, which the Lord has made with you in accordance with all these words.” 
B. The church has been purchased by the blood of Christ 
Acts 20:28 ‐ Be on guard for yourselves and for all the flock, among which the Holy Spirit has made you overseers, to shepherd the church of God which He purchased with His own blood. 
Romans 5:9‐10 ‐ Much more then, having now been justified by His blood, we shall be saved from the wrath of God through Him. For if while we were enemies we were reconciled to God through the death of His Son, much more, having been reconciled, we shall be saved by His life. 
Ephesians 1:7 ‐ In Him we have redemption through His blood, the forgiveness of our trespasses, according to the riches of His grace 
Colossians 1:20 ‐ and through Him to reconcile all things to Himself, having made peace through the blood of His cross; through Him, I say, whether things on earth or things in heaven. 
1 Peter 1:18‐19 ‐ knowing that you were not redeemed with perishable things like silver or gold from your futile way of life inherited from your forefathers, but with precious blood, as of a lamb unblemished and spotless, the blood of Christ. 
C. Jesus shed His blood for a purpose 
Hebrews 9:14 ‐ how much more will the blood of Christ, who through the eternal Spirit offered Himself without blemish to God, cleanse your conscience from dead works to serve the living God? 


III. Rejoice in What Christ’s Death has Accomplished 
A. Old Testament saints have been redeemed 
Hebrews 9:15 ‐ For this reason He is the mediator of a new covenant, so that, since a death has taken place for the redemption of the transgressions that were committed under the first covenant, those who have been called may receive the promise of the eternal inheritance. 
Hebrews 9:16 ‐ For where a covenant is, there must of necessity be the death of the one who made it. 
B. Jesus only had to die once 

Hebrews 9:28 ‐ so Christ also, having been offered once to bear the sins of many, will appear a second time for salvation without reference to sin, to those who eagerly await Him.
