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John 14:1-6
Background:
· Thursday night before Christ is sacrificed as The sacrificial Lamb who takes away the sins of the world.
· Jesus is with His disciples—less Judas
· This section of scripture is his farewell speech to them (Jn 13-16, 17 is His prayer to the Father for them).
· They are confused and shocked.  Jesus is talking about leaving and they cannot come.  

John 13:3—Little children, I’m with you a little while longer.  You will see Me; and as I said to the Jews, now I also say to you, Where I’m going you cannot come.

John 14:12—Truly I say to you, he who believes in Me, the works that I do will he do; and greater works than these he will do; because I go to the Father.

· He comforts them even as He would be in a position to receive great comfort.  But that’s the gracious, compassionate, merciful, loving heart of God.  (John 14:1).

John 13:1 - Now before the Feast of the Passover, Jesus knowing that His hour had come that He would depart out of this world to the Father, having loved His own who were in the world, He loved them to the end. 

3 ways Jesus provides comfort for His followers

I.  The Plea is to Trust Him

A.	In spite of their despair

v. 1—Do not let your heart be troubled; believe in God, believe also in Me.

B. In spite of their earlier expectations

C.  In spite of their own selfish pride

D.  In spite of the betrayer

Is 50:4—The Lord GOD has given Me the tongue of disciples, That I may know how to sustain the weary one with a word

Jn 14:1—Do not let your heart be troubled; [a]believe in God, believe also in Me.

John 20:31—but these have been written so that you may believe that Jesus is the Christ, the Son of God; and that believing you may have life in His name.

John 1:1 –In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God. 

Deuteronomy 31:6—Be strong and courageous, do not be afraid or tremble at them, for the LORD your God is the one who goes with you. He will not fail you or forsake you. 

1 Peter 1:8—and though you have not seen Him, you love Him, and though you do not see Him now, but believe in Him, you greatly rejoice with joy inexpressible and [a]full of glory 

Jn 16:7—But I tell you the truth, it is to your advantage that I go away; for if I do not go away, the Helper will not come to you; but if I go, I will send Him to you.

Ps 46:1-2—God is our refuge and strength, A very present help in trouble. 2 Therefore we will not fear, though the earth should change And though the mountains slip into the heart of the sea; 3 Though its waters roar and foam, Though the mountains quake at its swelling pride. 

II.  The Specific Promises

1. A Place in His Father’s House

v. 2—In My Father’s house are many dwelling places.  If it were not so, I would have told you; for I go to prepare a place for you.  And if I go and prepare a place for you, I will come again and receive you to Myself, that where I am, there you may be also.

Jn 2:15— And He made a scourge of cords, and drove them all out of the temple, with the sheep and the oxen; and He poured out the coins of the money changers and overturned their tables

Hebrews 9:23—Therefore it was necessary for the copies of the things in heaven to be cleansed.  But the heavenly things themselves with better sacrifices than these.  For Christ did not enter a holy place made with hands, a mere copy of the true one, but into heaven itself.

The temple in Jerusalem is called the Father’s house, but it is only a copy of the Heavenly House in Heaven.

2. Heaven is described
· Heaven is called a country because of its vastness.  
· Heaven is called a city because of its inhabitants.  
· Heaven is called a kingdom because of its ruler and order.  
· Heaven is called a paradise because of its beauty.  
· Heaven is called a house because of its family.  
· It is The Father’s House with many rooms.
Rev 21:16— The city is laid out as a square, and its length is as great as the width; and he measured the city with the rod, fifteen hundred miles; its length and width and height are equal.
It tells us what the capital city of heaven looks like….but it is not heaven itself.  Heaven is infinite.  The capital city alone is 1,500 miles cubed or 2.25 million square miles. 

Acts 1— They also said, “Men of Galilee, why do you stand looking into the sky? This Jesus, who has been taken up from you into heaven, will come in just the same way as you have watched Him go into heaven.”

Acts 7:55— But being full of the Holy Spirit, he gazed intently into heaven and saw the glory of God, and Jesus standing at the right hand of God;

3. He will come again and rapture His church (cf. I Thes 4, 1 Cor 15)

v. 3—I will come again and receive you to Myself that where I am, there you may be also.

4. He is going to be glorified, and He will receive them into that Heavenly Room that He prepared when their time comes. 

III.  The Provision of Salvation Through Christ Alone

John 7:33— Therefore Jesus said, “For a little while longer I am with you, then I go to Him who sent Me(cf. John 13, 14)

John 11—I am the resurrection and the life.  Whoever believes in Me shall never die. 

John 10: 9— I am the door; if anyone enters through Me, he will be saved, and will go in and out and find pasture.

John 14:6—I  am the way, and the truth, and the life.  No one comes to the Father but through Me

John 4:1— In Him was life, and the life was the Light of men.

2 Thes 1:8-9— dealing out retribution to those who do not know God and to those who do not obey the gospel of our Lord Jesus. 9 These will pay the penalty of eternal destruction, away from the presence of the Lord and from the glory of His power,
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
