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Jesus is Worthy of Your Faith 
Introduction 
James 1:22, 25 ‐ But prove yourselves doers of the word, and not merely hearers who delude themselves…But one who looks intently at the perfect law, the law of liberty, and abides by it, not having become a forgetful hearer but an effectual doer, this man will be blessed in what he does. 
James 2:14‐17 ‐ What use is it, my brethren, if someone says he has faith but he has no works? Can that faith save him? If a brother or sister is without clothing and in need of daily food, and one of you says to them, “Go in peace, be warmed and be filled,” and yet you do not give them what is necessary for their body, what use is that? Even so faith, if it has no works, is dead, being by itself. 
Ephesians 2:8‐10 ‐ For by grace you have been saved through faith; and that not of yourselves, it is the gift of God; not as a result of works, so that no one may boast. For we are His workmanship, created in Christ Jesus for good works, which God prepared beforehand so that we would walk in them. 
Matthew 7:21‐22 ‐ Not everyone who says to Me, “Lord, Lord,” will enter the kingdom of heaven, but he who does the will of My Father who is in heaven will enter. Many will say to Me on that day, “Lord, Lord, did we not prophesy in Your name, and in Your name cast out demons, and in Your name perform many miracles?” 
3 important commands from Hebrews 10: 
1. Hebrews 10:22 ‐ let us draw near with a sincere heart in full assurance of faith… 
James 4:8 ‐ Draw near to God and He will draw near to you. 
2. Hebrews 10:23 ‐ Let us hold fast the confession of our hope without wavering… 
3. Hebrews 10:24 ‐ and let us consider how to stimulate one another to love and good deeds, 
9 principles to help you live by faith: 
I. Faith Requires an Accurate Definition 
Hebrews 11:1 ‐ Now faith is the assurance of things hoped for, the conviction of things not seen. 
Assurance – hupostasis – already used twice in Hebrews 
1:3 ‐ being, exact representation (used objectively – what it is) 
3:14 ‐ confidence (used subjectively – how it affects)
“The term refers to the essence, the real content, the reality, as opposed to mere appearance. Faith, then, provides the firm ground on which we stand, waiting for the fulfillment of God’s promise. Far from being nebulous and uncertain, faith is the most solid possible conviction. Faith is the present essence of a future reality.” – John MacArthur – Commentary on Hebrews 
Kent Hughes – “Now faith is being sure of what we hope for and certain of what we do not see.” 
II. Faith Must Have a Proper Basis 
A. People who walk in faith are convinced about the power of God’s Word 
Hebrews 11:3 ‐ …we understand that the worlds were prepared by the word of God, so that what is seen was not made out of things which are visible. 
B. Our faith is always connected to what God has objectively revealed in Scripture 
Romans 10:17 ‐ So faith comes from hearing, and hearing by the word of Christ. 
1 Corinthians 6:19‐20 ‐ Or do you not know that your body is a temple of the Holy Spirit who is in you, whom you have from God, and that you are not your own? For you have been bought with a price: therefore glorify God in your body. 
III. Faith is the Central Component of Pleasing God 
Hebrews 11:6 ‐ And without faith it is impossible to please Him, for he who comes to God must believe that He is and that He is a rewarder of those who seek Him. 
A. Saving Faith 
Hebrews 10:38 ‐ But my righteous one shall live by faith… 
Proverbs 21:4 ‐ …the plowing of the wicked, is sin. 
B. Living faith 
C. Dying faith 
1 Corinthians 15:54‐57 ‐ …Death is swallowed up in victory. O death, where is thy sting? O grave, where is thy victory? The sting of death is sin; and the strength of sin is the law. But thanks be to God, which gives us the victory through our Lord Jesus Christ. 
IV. Faith Demonstrates a Reverence for God 
A. Consider Noah
Hebrews 11:7 ‐ By faith Noah, being warned by God about things not yet seen, in reverence prepared an ark. 
B. This is the beginning of wisdom for God’s people 
Proverbs 1:7 ‐ the fear of the Lord is the beginning of knowledge; Fools despise wisdom and instruction. 
C. This characteristic can be achieved by people of all ages and backgrounds 
1. Abraham 
Hebrews 11:12 ‐ Therefore there was born even of one man, and him as good as dead at that, as many descendants as the stars of heaven in number, and innumerable as the sand which is by the seashore. 
2. Rahab 
Hebrews 11:31 ‐ By faith Rahab the harlot did not perish along with those who were disobedient, after she had welcomed the spies in peace. 
V. Faith Can Have a Tremendous Impact on Your Family 
A. Consider Noah, again 
Hebrews 11:7 ‐ By faith Noah, being warned by God about things not yet seen, in reverence prepared an ark for the salvation of his household… 
B. Moses’ parents 
Hebrews 11:23 ‐ By faith Moses, when he was born, was hidden for three months by his parents… 
C. Moses 
Hebrews 11:24‐26 ‐ By faith Moses, when he had grown up, refused to be called the son of Pharaoh’s daughter, choosing rather to endure ill‐treatment with the people of God than to enjoy the passing pleasures of sin, considering the reproach of Christ greater riches than the treasures of Egypt; for he was looking to the reward. 
VI. Faith Can Have a Tremendous Impact on Our Community 
A. Consider Noah, one more time 
Hebrews 11:7 ‐ By faith Noah, being warned by God about things not yet seen, in reverence prepared an ark for the salvation of his household, by which he condemned the world… 
B. Be ready with an answer 
1 Peter 3:15 ‐ but sanctify Christ as Lord in your hearts, always being ready to make a defense to everyone who asks you to give an account for the hope that is in you, yet with gentleness and reverence; 
VII. Faith is Focused on Our Future Home 
A. Abraham 
Hebrews 11:10 ‐ for he was looking for the city which has foundations, whose architect and builder is God. 
B. All those who died in faith 
Hebrews 11:16 ‐ But as it is, they desire a better country, that is, a heavenly one. Therefore God is not ashamed to be called their God; for He has prepared a city for them. 
C. Moses 
Hebrews 11:26 ‐ for he was looking to the reward 
VIII. Faith Draws Certain Conclusions about God 
A. Considers God faithful 
Hebrews 11:11 ‐ By faith even Sarah herself received ability to conceive, even beyond the proper time of life, since she considered Him faithful who had promised. 
B. Considers Him able to do powerful things 
Hebrews 11:19 ‐ He considered that God is able to raise people even from the dead, from which he also received him back as a type. 
IX. Faith Can Leave a Lasting Legacy 

Hebrews 11:4 ‐ By faith Abel offered to God a better sacrifice than Cain, through which he obtained the testimony that he was righteous, God testifying about his gifts, and through faith, though he is dead, he still speaks.
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
