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John 14:15-24

Background:
· Jesus is with His disciples on Thursday night of Passion Week
· They are troubled because Jesus is telling them that He is leaving.  Jesus was everything to them.  
· He says to them to “stop letting your hearts be troubled.”
av. In comforting them, Jesus gives them a series of promises.  The ultimate promise comes in v. 16, but it has a qualifier based on v. 15.
· 15-16—If you love Me, you will keep My commandments. 16 I will ask the Father, and He will give you another Helper, that He may be with you forever.
· John repeats that statement throughout his gospel:
· John 15:10—If you keep my commandments, you will abide in My love, just as I have kept My Father’s commandments and abide in His love
· John 15:15—No longer do I call you slaves, for the slave doesn’t know what his master is doing; but I’ve called you friends, for all things that I heard from My Father I’ve made known to you
· V. 13—Greater love has no one than this, that one lay down his life for his friends.” 
· 17:6—I have manifested Your name to the men whom You gave Me out of the world.  They were Yours and You gave them to Me, and they have kept Your word.  
· 1 Jn 2:3—By this we know that we have come to know Him, if we keep His commandments.  The one who says, ‘I have come to know Him,’ and doesn’t keep His commandments, is a liar, and the truth is not in him; but whoever keeps His word, in him the love of God has truly been perfected.  By this we know we are in Him. 
· 1 Jn 4:19—We love, because He first loved us.  If someone says, ‘I love God,’ and hates his brother, he’s a liar.” 
· 1 Jn 5: —By this we know that we love the children of God, when we love God and observe His commandments.  For this is the love of God that we keep His commandments; and His commandments are not burdensome.
· A Christian is defined as one who loves and obeys.  
· Jn 8:31—If you continue in My word, you’re my real disciple. 
· But, the obedience is motivated by love for Him.
3 provisions of Love in the Ultimate Promise

I. The Presence of the Holy Spirit

a. He is the Paraclete—to call somebody alongside

b. He is called alongside for everything we need—as an intercessor, advocate, comforter, encourager, teacher, provide warnings.  Someone with greater wisdom, truth, power, experience than you. 

v. 16—I will ask the Father and He will give you another.

Jn 16:7—I tell you the truth, it’s to your advantage that I go away.  For if I do not go away, the Helper will not come to you.  But if I go, I will send Him.
v. 17—that is the Spirit of truth, whom the world cannot receive, because it does not see Him or know Him, but you know Him because He abides with you and will be in you.

c. He abided in the person of Christ.  

d. He is the Spirit of Truth

V.26—But the Helper, the Holy Spirit, whom the Father will send in My name, He will teach you all things, and bring to your remembrance all that I said to you.

Jn 15:26—When the [a]Helper comes, whom I will send to you from the Father, that is the Spirit of truth who proceeds from the Father, He will testify about Me, 

e. He is the author of the New Testament

Jn 16:13-- When He, the Spirit of truth, comes, He will guide you into all the truth.  He will not speak on His own initiative, but whatever He hears, He will speak, and He will disclose to you what is to come.  He will glorify Me, for He will take of Mine and disclose it to you.  All things that are Mine come from the Father; therefore, I said He takes of Mine and will disclose it to you. 

God (revelation originates)Christ (Lives, teaches, and ministers)Holy Spirit(reveals it to them)Apostles (write it down)New Testament (Divinely inspired)

2 Peter 1:21—Men moved by the Holy Spirit spoke from God. 

1 Cor 2:16—we have here the mind of Christ.
