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John 1:1-18
3 ways Jesus is a Sufficient Savior
I. He was God incarnate
A. He took on flesh 
v. 14— …and the Word became flesh…
1. So that He could be tempted in all things, yet without sin
Hebrews 4:15—… One who has been tempted in all things as we are, yet without sin
2. So that He could sympathize with our weaknesses
Hebrews 4:15 - For we do not have a high priest who cannot sympathize with our weaknesses, but One who has been tempted in all things as we are, yet without sin. 
Hebrews 5:8 - Although He was a Son, He learned obedience from the things which He suffered. 
3. So that He could be our propitiation (IOW, He on the cross in our place as a substitutionary atonement for our sin)
1 John 2:2—and He Himself is the propitiation for our sins; and not for ours only, but also for those of the whole world.
Colossians 1:21-22—And although you were formerly alienated and hostile in mind, engaged in evil deeds, yet He has now reconciled you in His fleshly body through death, in order to present you before Him holy and blameless and beyond reproach
B. He dwelt among us
John 1:14—And the Word became flesh, and dwelt among us, and we saw His glory, glory as of the only begotten from the Father, full of grace and truth
1 John 1:1-3—What was from the beginning, what we have heard, what we have seen with our eyes, what we have looked at and touched with our hands, concerning the Word of Life— and the life was manifested, and we have seen and testify and proclaim to you the eternal life, which was with the Father and was manifested to us— what we have seen and heard we proclaim to you also
C. He possesses God’s glory 
John 1:14—And the Word became flesh, and dwelt among us, and we saw His glory, glory as of the only begotten from the Father
John 1:16—For of His fullness have we all received…
John 8:58—Jesus said to them, “Truly, truly, I say to you, before Abraham was, I am.” 
Revelation 1:8—“I am the Alpha and the Omega,” says the Lord God, “who is and who was and who is to come, the Almighty.”
John 10:30—“I and the Father are one.”
II. He spoke truth about our need
A. So that we wouldn’t have to remain in darkness
John 1:5—The Light shines in the darkness, and the darkness did not comprehend it. 
B. So that our depravity would point us to His merciful and gracious provision
John 1:16—For of His fullness we have all received, and grace upon grace
III. He is full of grace and truth
John 1:17-18—For the Law was given through Moses; grace and truth were realized through Jesus Christ. No one has seen God at any time; the only begotten God who is in the bosom of the Father, He has explained Him.
A. Many refuse His grace
John 1:11—He came to His own, and those who were His own did not receive Him
Matthew 22:14—“For many are called, but few are chosen.”
John 5:39-40—“You search the Scriptures because you think that in them you have eternal life; it is these that testify about Me; 40 and you are unwilling to come to Me so that you may have life.”
B. Few receive the free gift of salvation…by grace alone, through faith alone, in Christ alone
Romans 6:23—For the wages of sin is death, but the free gift of God is eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord.
John 1:12—But as many as received Him, to them He gave the right to become children of God, even to those who believe in His name
Revelation 3:21—He who overcomes, I will grant to him to sit down with Me on My throne, as I also overcame and sat down with My Father on His throne. 
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
