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The Gospel of John:
Jesus—Living Water, p. 3
John 4:27-42
John 4:27-42—At this point His disciples came, and they were amazed that He had been speaking with a woman, yet no one said, “What do You seek?” or, “Why do You speak with her?” 28 So the woman left her waterpot, and went into the city and *said to the men, 29 “Come, see a man who told me all the things that I have done; this is not [f]the Christ, is it?” 30 They went out of the city, and were coming to Him. 31 Meanwhile the disciples were urging Him, saying, “Rabbi, eat.” 32 But He said to them, “I have food to eat that you do not know about.” 33 So the disciples were saying to one another, “No one brought Him anything to eat, did he?” 34 Jesus said to them, “My food is to do the will of Him who sent Me and to accomplish His work. 35 Do you not say, ‘There are yet four months, and then comes the harvest’? Behold, I say to you, lift up your eyes and look on the fields, that they are white for harvest. 36 Already he who reaps is receiving wages and is gathering fruit for life eternal; so that he who sows and he who reaps may rejoice together. 37 For in this case the saying is true, ‘One sows and another reaps.’ 38 I sent you to reap that for which you have not labored; others have labored and you have entered into their labor.” 39 From that city many of the Samaritans believed in Him because of the word of the woman who testified, “He told me all the things that I have done.” 40 So when the Samaritans came to Jesus, they were asking Him to stay with them; and He stayed there two days. 41 Many more believed because of His word; 42 and they were saying to the woman, “It is no longer because of what you said that we believe, for we have heard for ourselves and know that this One is indeed the Savior of the world.”
Context
Israel was a nation blessed of God.  The Lord said through Moses, “you are a holy people to the Lord your God; the Lord your God has chosen you to be a people for His own possession out of all the peoples who are on the face of the earth” (Deut 7:6).  In His gracious workings, God lavished privileges that no other nation has ever enjoyed.  The Gospel was presented to the Jews and the Messiah came through the Jews.  Yet even as His chosen people, they did not recognize nor receive their long awaited Messiah.  
But God is not the God of the Jews alone; He is the God of the Gentiles also (Romans 3:29).  Jesus declared that “repentance for forgiveness of sins would be proclaimed in His name to all the nations, beginning from Jerusalem” (Luke 24:47).  
It is noteworthy that in our account of the woman at the well, this Samaritan woman was the first to have Jesus reveal Himself as the Messiah.  God graciously saves her and many others from the village of Sychar (v39).  It is an amazing story that culminates with the declaration “that this One is indeed the Savior of the world (v42).
John 1:9—There was the true Light which, coming into the world, enlightens every man. 
John 1:29—The next day he saw Jesus coming to him and said, “Behold, the Lamb of God who takes away the sin of the world! 
John 3:16-17—For God so loved the world, that He gave His only begotten Son, that whoever believes in Him shall not perish, but have eternal life. 17 For God did not send the Son into the world to judge the world, but that the world might be saved through Him. 
Jonah 4:1-3—But it greatly displeased Jonah and he became angry. 2 He prayed to the LORD and said, “Please LORD, was not this what I said while I was still in my own country? Therefore in order to forestall this I fled to Tarshish, for I knew that You are a gracious and compassionate God, slow to anger and abundant in lovingkindness, and one who relents concerning calamity. 3 Therefore now, O LORD, please take my life from me, for death is better to me than life.”
Isaiah 49:5-6—And now says the LORD, who formed Me from the womb to be His Servant, To bring Jacob back to Him, so that Israel might be gathered to Him (For I am honored in the sight of the LORD, And My God is My strength), 6 He says, “It is too small a thing that You should be My Servant To raise up the tribes of Jacob and to restore the preserved ones of Israel; I will also make You a light of the nations So that My salvation may reach to the end of the earth.”
1 Corinthians 16:22—If anyone does not love the Lord, he is to be accursed. Maranatha.
4 ways in which Jesus gives evidence of His deity
I. His providential control of the circumstances, v27
Providence—every molecule in the universe is controlled by a sovereign God. 
“God controls all contingencies, all circumstances, all exigencies, all choices, all events, all people, all time to converge to precisely fulfill His will. It is the massive miracle of redemptive history.”—John MacArthur
At this point—the word used here in the Greek is very, very specific. Its use is intended to denote the timeline of the event.
Acts 17:26—…and He made from one man every nation of mankind to live on all the face of the earth, having determined their appointed times and the boundaries of their habitation
John 2:4—And Jesus said to her, “Woman, what does that have to do with us? My hour has not yet come.” (cf. 7:6, 8; 7:30; 8:20, 13:1, 17:1)
II. His relationship with His Father, vv31-34
A. Jesus had food to eat that they did not know about (v32)
Luke 19:10—The Son of Man has come to seek and to save that which was lost.
Deuteronomy 8:3—He humbled you and let you be hungry, and fed you with manna which you did not know, nor did your fathers know, that He might make you understand that man does not live by bread alone, but man lives by everything that proceeds out of the mouth of the LORD. (cf. Matthew 4:4).
B. Jesus was sent by the Father 
John 5:24—Truly, truly, I say to you, he who hears My word, and believes Him who sent Me, has eternal life, and does not come into judgment, but has passed out of death into life.
John 5:30—I can do nothing on My own initiative. As I hear, I judge; and My judgment is just, because I do not seek My own will, but the will of Him who sent Me.
Matthew 10:40—He who receives you receives Me, and he who receives Me receives Him who sent Me. 
C. Jesus was doing the work of His Father (v34)
John 5:17—But He answered them, “My Father is working until now, and I Myself am working.”
John 5:36—But the testimony which I have is greater than the testimony of John; for the works which the Father has given Me to accomplish—the very works that I do—testify about Me, that the Father has sent Me.
John 6:38-40—For I have come down from heaven, not to do My own will, but the will of Him who sent Me. 39 This is the will of Him who sent Me, that of all that He has given Me I lose nothing, but raise it up on the last day. 40 For this is the will of My Father, that everyone who beholds the Son and believes in Him will have eternal life, and I Myself will raise him up on the last day.
Matthew 1:21—[an angel speaking to Joseph regarding Mary] “She will bear a Son; and you shall call His name Jesus, for He will save His people from their sins.”
III. His ability to predict the future, vv35-38
A. Jesus uses a relevant illustration given the setting that is prophetic
B. [bookmark: _GoBack]The field was ripe for harvest
C. Who sowed the harvest?
I Corinthians 3:6—I planted, Apollos watered, but God was causing the growth. 
Matthew 9:38—Therefore beseech the Lord of the harvest to send out workers into His harvest.
IV. His saving work accomplished in Sychar, vv39-42 
A. The profession of the Samaritans, v42
B. Jesus is the Savior of the world
2 Corinthians 5:19—namely, that God was in Christ reconciling the world to Himself, not counting their trespasses against them, and He has committed to us the word of reconciliation.
1 John 2:2—and He Himself is the propitiation for our sins; and not for ours only, but also for those of the whole world.
1 John 4:14— We have seen and testify that the Father has sent the Son to be the Savior of the world.
John 1:29—The next day he saw Jesus coming to him and said, “Behold, the Lamb of God who takes away the sin of the world!
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
