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Gospel
God created us to be with Him
Our sin separates us from God
Sins can’t be paid for by our good deeds
Paying the price for sin Jesus died and rose again 
Everyone who believes in Christ alone for salvation has eternal life
Life in Christ begins now and lasts forever 
Proverbs 18:24b There is a friend that sticks closer than a brother.   
Romans 5:10 For if while we were ﻿﻿enemies we were reconciled to God through the death of His Son, much more, having been reconciled, we shall be saved ﻿﻿by His life
John 15:13-15 Greater love has no man than this, than one lay down his life for his friends. 
Two major categories of people in this world:
1) Friends of God
2) Enemies of God
Colossians 2:13-14 When you were ﻿﻿dead ﻿in your transgressions and the uncircumcision of your flesh, He ﻿﻿made you alive together with Him, having forgiven us all our transgressions, having canceled out ﻿﻿the certificate of debt consisting of decrees against us, which was hostile to us; and ﻿﻿He has taken it out of the way, having nailed it to the cross. 
4 truths about God loving His children that enables us to live victorious lives
I. God is for you (vv.31-32)
A. God the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit work together in your life – Romans 8
B. He did not spare His own Son, but gave Him up	
John 3:16-17 For God so ﻿﻿loved the world, that He ﻿ ﻿gave His ﻿﻿only begotten Son, that whoever ﻿﻿believes in Him shall not perish, but have eternal life. For God ﻿﻿did not send the Son into the world ﻿﻿to judge the world, but that the world might be saved through Him. 
I John 4:10 In this is love, ﻿﻿not that we loved God, but that ﻿﻿He loved us and sent His Son to be ﻿﻿the propitiation for our sins. 
C. He will give us “all things” 
1) Does not mean “all things” on the wish list
2) Does mean “all things” pertaining to the context of the passage 
Colossians 1:16-17 For ﻿﻿by Him all things were created, both in the heavens and on earth, visible and invisible, whether ﻿thrones or dominions or rulers or authorities—﻿﻿all things have been created through Him and for Him. He ﻿﻿is before all things, and in Him all things hold together. 
2 Peter 1:3 seeing that His ﻿﻿divine power has granted to us everything pertaining to life and godliness, through the true knowledge of Him who ﻿﻿called us ﻿﻿by His own glory and ﻿﻿excellence.  
Point:  The God of all things is your loving friend who is “for you”.  God intends this truth to impact and direct your view of “all things”.   
II. God has defended you (vv.33-34)
A. He is your defending attorney, not your prosecuting attorney
Romans 8:1 Therefore there is now no condemnation for those who are in Christ Jesus. 
* God is not out to get you, but he is out to grow you.
B. He is your Judge 
Psalm 7:11 God is our righteous judge…
C. He provided the payment 
Hebrews 9:22 says that without the shedding of blood there is no remission of sins
2 Corinthians 5:21 He made Him who ﻿﻿knew no sin to be ﻿﻿sin on our behalf, so that we might become the ﻿﻿righteousness of God in Him. 
Point:  God, Who alone is Judge, has paid the price for your sin and wants you to freely pursue and enjoy your relationship with Him.  
III. God’s love can’t be separated from you (vv.35-36)
A.  He initiates His love
Romans 5:8 But God demonstrated His own love toward us, in that while we were still sinners, Christ died for us.  
B. He is the standard of love
I John 4:8 “God is love”
I Corinthians 13:4-8 gives us an outline of God’s definition of what love is and is not. 
C. “You can’t be separated from the love of Christ” does not mean:
1) You cannot or will not suffer
2) You will feel warm and fuzzy inside all the time
3) You can do something to make God love you any more or any less
D. His love involves growing pains
2 Timothy 3:12 Indeed, all who desire to live godly in Christ Jesus will be persecuted. 
Point:  No trial or harm is able to take away or change God loving us; therefore we are able to pursue the hardships of life with great confidence.  
IV. God’s love enables you to overwhelmingly conquer (vv.37-39)
A. God says “You can” through Him
B. God desires for you not just to get by, or just exist
C. God has made you to overwhelmingly conquer 
Point:  No person, thing, or idea can separate you from God’s love and friendship; it’s time for you to live for Him with confidence.  
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
