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Encouraging One Another 
Hebrews 10:19-31
Matthew 16:18—I also say to you that you are Peter, and upon this rock I will build My church; and the gates of Hades will not overpower it. 
Mark 3:5—He said to the man, “Stretch out your hand.” And he stretched it out, and his hand was restored. 
Luke 19:5—When Jesus came to the place, He looked up and said to him, “Zacchaeus, hurry and come down, for today I must stay at your house.” 
Luke 19:7—When they saw it, they all began to grumble, saying, “He has gone to be the guest of a man who is a sinner.” 
Luke 19:8-10—Zacchaeus stopped and said to the Lord, “Behold, Lord, half of my possessions I will give to the poor, and if I have defrauded anyone of anything, I will give back four times as much.” And Jesus said to him, “Today salvation has come to this house, because he, too, is a son of Abraham. Acts 20:32—And now I commend you to God and to the word of His grace, which is able to build you up and to give you the inheritance among all those who are sanctified. 
Ephesians 2:19-22—So then you are no longer strangers and aliens, but you are fellow citizens with the saints, and are of God’s household, having been built on the foundation of the apostles and prophets, Christ Jesus Himself being the corner stone, in whom the whole building, being fitted together, is growing into a holy temple in the Lord, in whom you also are being built together into a dwelling of God in the Spirit. 
1 Thessalonians 5:11—Therefore encourage one another and build up one another, just as you also are doing. 

3 biblical truths on encouragement
I. The source of our encouragement
A. Is rooted in confidence 
Hebrews 10:19-20—Therefore, brethren, since we have confidence to enter the holy place by the blood of Jesus, 20 by a new and living way which He inaugurated for us through the veil, that is, His flesh

Hebrews 10:19-20—Therefore, brethren, since we have confidence to enter the holy place by the blood of Jesus, 20 by a new and living way which He inaugurated for us through the veil, that is, His flesh
C. Is cleansing our conscience 
Hebrews 10:22-23—let us draw near with a sincere heart in full assurance of faith, having our hearts sprinkled clean from an evil conscience and our bodies washed with pure water. 23 Let us hold fast the confession of our hope without wavering, for He who promised is faithful
Hebrews 10:1-4—For the Law, since it has only a shadow of the good things to come and not the very form of things, can never, by the same sacrifices which they offer continually year by year, make perfect those who draw near. Otherwise, would they not have ceased to be offered, because the worshipers, having once been cleansed, would no longer have had consciousness of sins? But in those sacrifices there is a reminder of sins year by year. For it is impossible for the blood of bulls and goats to take away sins. 
Hebrews 10:10-14—By this will we have been sanctified through the offering of the body of Jesus Christ once for all. Every priest stands daily ministering and offering time after time the same sacrifices, which can never take away sins; but He, having offered one sacrifice for sins for all time, sat down at the right hand of God, waiting from that time onward until His enemies be made a footstool for His feet. For by one offering He has perfected for all time those who are sanctified. 
II. The nature of our encouragement
A. Stimulating one another to love and good deeds

Hebrews 10:24—and let us consider how to stimulate one another to love and good deeds
[bookmark: _GoBack]B. Not forsaking our own assembling together
Hebrews 10:25—not forsaking our own assembling together, as is the habit of some…
C. Encouraging one another to do the same
Hebrews 10:25—…not forsaking our own assembling together, as is the habit of some, but encouraging one another; and all the more as you see the day drawing near. 
1 Thessalonians 5:11—Therefore encourage one another and build up one another, just as you also are doing.
III.  The results of our encouragement 
A. God’s judgement for sin needs to be satisfied—either by the person who sinned or Christ’s atoning work on their behalf 
Hebrews 10:26—For if we go on sinning willfully after receiving the knowledge of the truth, there no longer remains a sacrifice for sins
Sinning deliberately (NKJV)—the Greek term carries the idea of deliberate intention that is habitual.  The sin is rejecting Christ deliberately (MacArthur Study Bible).
B. Discounting Christ’s offer for salvation is trampling Christ
Hebrews 10:29—How much severer punishment do you think he will deserve who has trampled under foot the Son of God, and has regarded as unclean the blood of the covenant by which he was sanctified, and has insulted the Spirit of grace? 
C. The outcome is a house that falls with a mighty crash
Hebrews 10:31—It is a terrifying thing to fall into the hands of the living God.
Matthew 7:27—The rain fell, and the floods came, and the winds blew and slammed against that house; and it fell—and great was its fall.
D. Do not think for a moment that God will not deal with sin.
Galatians 6:7—Do not be deceived, God is not mocked; for whatever a man sows, this he will also reap.
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
