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I. The Relationship between Love and Kindness

A. Kindness—the quality of being good, beneficial, or helpful to another

B. When referring to God—it is His quality of commitment to doing good to His people

Psalm 52:8-9—But as for me, I am like a green olive tree in the house of God; I trust in the lovingkindness of God forever and ever. 9 I will give You thanks forever, because You have done it, And I will wait on Your name, for it is good, in the presence of Your godly ones.

Romans 2:4—Or do you think lightly of the riches of His kindness and tolerance and patience, not knowing that the kindness of God leads you to repentance?

Ephesians 2:7—so that in the ages to come He might show the surpassing riches of His grace in kindness toward us in Christ Jesus.

Titus 3:4-5—But when the kindness of God our Savior and His love for mankind appeared, He saved us, not on the basis of deeds which we have done in righteousness, but according to His mercy, by the washing of regeneration and renewing by the Holy Spirit. 

C. When referring people 

Romans 3:12—All have turned aside, together they have become useless; There is none who does good, there is not even one.”

Galatians 5:22-23—But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness,23 gentleness, self-control; against such things there is no law.

Colossians 3:12—So, as those who have been chosen of God, holy and beloved, put on a heart of compassion, kindness, humility, gentleness and patience;13bearing with one another, and forgiving each other, whoever has a complaint against anyone; just as the Lord forgave you, so also should you.

D. God acts for the good of His people

E. We are kind when we reflect the kindness of God extended to us as His image bearers

If patience is longsuffering toward those who are evil, kindness faithfully gives all good to others. 

II. Love and “Not Being Jealous”

A. “Not being jealous” means to not lust after another’s perceived or real well-being (their accomplishments, success, possessions, skills, heath, joy, peace, relationships, fame, etc.) 

Acts 7:9—The patriarchs became jealous of Joseph and sold him into Egypt. Yet God was with him,

Acts 17:4-5—And some of them were persuaded and joined Paul and Silas, along with a large number of the God-fearing Greeks and a number of the leading women.5 But the Jews, becoming jealous and taking along some wicked men from the market place, formed a mob and set the city in an uproar; and attacking the house of Jason, they were seeking to bring them out to the people.

B. If kindness seeks to loyally do good to another person because of a concern for their well-being, then not being jealous means I rejoice when they experience any well-being (good, success, health, accomplishment, etc.)

III. Kindness in Context 

A. They were jealousy over certain teachers (1 Cor. 1-4)

B. They were unkind in allowing an unrepentant immoral man to remain in his sin (1 Cor. 5)

C. They were unkind in divisive lawsuits (1 Cor. 6)

D. They were unkindness in causing the weaker brethren to stumble (1 Cor. 8-11)

E. They were jealousy over certain spiritual gifts (1 Cor. 12-14)

F. They selfishly thought of themselves vs. the well-being of others

IV. Application for Us 

A. How does we increase in our kindness toward others without being jealous?

1.	Mindful of our sinful hearts
2.	Repent
3.  Rest in Christ’s promise that He will provide all we need
4.  Let go of our tendency to grasp for personal benefits
5.  Be intentional about doing good, being useful and helping others
6.  Consistently and intentionally rejoicing over those whom God has blessed
7.  Put off jealousy, Put on thankfulness and gratitude
8.  Delight in the joy and freedom extended to us through Christ
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
