*  Faithfulness = He __________ all His ________________ to His people, whether expressed in words He has spoken or the written Word
‘In God’s faithfulness we have the sure ground of confidence that He will perform what His love has led Him to promise to those who obey the gospel.  Since His promises are based, not upon what we are or have done, but upon what Christ is and has done, our defects and errors do not invalidate them, so long as we are truly penitent and believing.’ Strong, Systematic Theology, p. 289

· Psalm 36:5 Your lovingkindness, O LORD, extends to the heavens, Your faithfulness reaches to the skies.
· Psalm 89:8 O LORD God of hosts, who is like You, O mighty LORD? Your faithfulness also surrounds You.
· Isaiah 25:1 O Lord, You are my God; I will exalt You, I will give thanks to Your name; for You have worked wonders, plans formed long ago, with perfect faithfulness.
· Lamentations 3:23 They are new every morning; great is Your faithfulness.
· 1 Corinthians 10:13 No temptation has overtaken you but such as is common to man; and God is faithful, who will not allow you to be tempted beyond what you are able, but with the temptation will provide the way of escape also, so that you will be able to endure it.
