13 Therefore, [k]prepare your minds for action, [l]keep sober in spirit, fix your hope completely on the grace [m]to be brought to you at the revelation of Jesus Christ. 14 As [n]obedient children, do not [o]be conformed to the former lusts which were yours in your ignorance, 15 but [p]like the Holy One who called you, [q]be holy yourselves also in all your behavior; 16 because it is written, “YOU SHALL BE HOLY, FOR I AM HOLY.”

[bookmark: _GoBack]I.  The Discipline of “Fixing Your Hope”
v. 13 - fix your hope completely…
A.  By having a prepared mind
v. 13 - …prepare your minds for action.
“Gird up the loins of your mind.”  The ancient practice of gathering up one’s robes when needing to move in a hurry.  The meaning is to pull in all the loose ends of one’s thinking, by rejecting the hindrances of the world and focusing on the future grace of God (cf. Eph 6:14; Col 3:2)[footnoteRef:1] [1:  The MacArthur Study Bible, notes in 1 Peter] 

B.  By having a sober spirit
v. 13 - keep sober in spirit
C.  By having a fixed hope
v. 13c - fix your hope completely on the grace to be brought to you at the revelation of Jesus Christ.
cf. v. 4c - reserved in heaven for you…
cf. v. 5d - to be revealed in the last time…
cf. v. 7c - may be found to result in praise and glory and honor at the revelation of Jesus Christ…
Hebrews 11:8-10 - By faith Abraham, when he was called, obeyed by going out to a place which he was to receive for an inheritance; and he went out, not knowing where he was going.  By faith he lived as an alien in the land of promise, as in a foreign land, dwelling in tents with Isaac and Jacob, fellow heirs of the same promise; for he was looking for the city which has foundations, whose architect and builder is God.
I John 3:3 - And everyone who has this hope fixed on Him purifies himself, just as He is pure.
II. The Disciple of Personal Holiness
A.  By living as an obedient child
v. 14a - As obedient children
B.  By putting off the former self
v. 14 -b do not be conformed to the former lusts which were yours by ignorance
C.  By putting on personal holiness
1 Peter 1:15-16 - but like the Holy One who called you, be holy yourselves also in all your behavior: because it is written, “You shall be holy, for I am holy.” 
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
