Principals related to biblical KOINONIA
I. Koinonia refers to a common task of mission
Acts 2:42—They were continually devoting themselves… to the apostles teaching and… to fellowship, to the breaking of bread and to prayer.
Fellowship (koinonia)—Association based upon the sharing of something in common. Believers have fellowship with one another on the basis of their common fellowship with God, their participation in the blessings of the gospel and their common task of mission. True fellowship is demonstrated in concern for, and practical commitment to, one another.[footnoteRef:1] [1:  Manser, M. H. (2009). II.  Koinonia is made possible through Jesus Christ 
Ephesians 2:18-19—for through Him we both have our access in one Spirit to the Father. 19 So then you are no longer strangers and aliens, but you are fellow citizens with the saints, and are of God’s household,
Romans 5:10— For if while we were enemies we were reconciled to God through the death of His Son, much more, having been reconciled, we shall be saved by His life.
2 Corinthians 5:18-19—Now all these things are from God, who reconciled us to Himself through Christ and gave us the ministry of reconciliation, 19 namely, that God was in Christ reconciling the world to Himself, not counting their trespasses against them, and He has committed to us the word of reconciliation.
Colossians 1:20-22—and through Him to reconcile all things to Himself, having made peace through the blood of His cross; through Him, I say, whether things on earth or things in heaven. 21 And although you were formerly alienated and hostile in mind, engaged in evil deeds, 22 yet He has now reconciled you in His fleshly body through death, in order to present you before Him holy and blameless and beyond reproach— 
Hebrews 10:19-22—Therefore, brethren, since we have confidence to enter the holy place by the blood of Jesus, 20 by a new and living way which He inaugurated for us through the veil, that is, His flesh, 21 and since we have a great priest over the house of God, 22 let us draw near with a sincere heart in full assurance of faith, having our hearts sprinkled clean from an evil conscience and our bodies washed with pure water.
1 Corinthians 1:9—God is faithful, through whom you were called into fellowship with His Son, Jesus Christ our Lord.

III. Koinonia with God is inseparable from Koinonia with one another 
1John 1:3—what we have seen and heard we proclaim to you also, so that you too may have fellowship with us; and indeed our fellowship is with the Father, and with His Son Jesus Christ.
Matthew 18:20—For where two or three have gathered together in My name, I am there in their midst.”
Mark 9:37—“Whoever receives one child like this in My name receives Me; and whoever receives Me does not receive Me, but Him who sent Me.”
John 17:21—that they may all be one; even as You, Father, are in Me and I in You, that they also may be in Us, so that the world may believe that You sent Me.
2 Corinthians 13:11—Finally, brethren, rejoice, be made complete, be comforted, be like-minded, live in peace; and the God of love and peace will be with you.

IV. Koinonia carried significant weight at the start of The Church
Acts 2:42—They were continually devoting themselves… to the apostles teaching and… to fellowship, to the breaking of bread and to prayer. 

V. Koinonia is reserved for Believers
2 Corinthians 6:14—Do not be bound together with unbelievers for what partnership have righteousness and lawlessness, or what fellowship has light with darkness?
2 Corinthians 5:17—If anyone is in Christ, he is a new creature…
3 levels of conversation—Surface, Personal, and Spiritual 

VI. Koinonia involves doing ministry together 
Galatians 2:9—…and recognizing the grace that had been given to me, James and Cephas and John, who were reputed to be pillars, gave to me and Barnabas the right hand of fellowship, so that we might go to the Gentiles and they to the circumcised.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Romans 15:5—Now may the God who gives perseverance and encouragement grant you to be of the same mind with one another according to Christ Jesus,
VII. Koinonia necessitates commitment
Philippians 1:3-5—I thank my God in all my remembrance of you in view of your participation in the gospel from the first day until now. 
Colossians 1:29—For this purpose also I labor, striving according to His power, which mightily works within me.
Luke 9:62—But Jesus said to him, “No one, after putting his hand to the plow and looking back, is fit for the kingdom of God.”

VIII. Koinonia requires honesty 
1 John 1:6-7—If we say that we have fellowship with Him and yet walk in the darkness, we lie and do not practice the truth; but if we walk in the Light as He Himself is in the Light, we have fellowship with one another, and the blood of Jesus his son cleanses us from all sin. 
Ephesians 4:25—Therefore, laying aside falsehood, SPEAK TRUTH EACH ONE of you WITH HIS NEIGHBOR, for we are members of one another.
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
