The Apostle John wrote this book for specific reasons: 
1. So that you too may have fellowship with us (The Father, Son, John and the others) 
[bookmark: _GoBack]1 John 1:3—what we have seen and heard we proclaim to you also, so that you too may have fellowship with us; and indeed our fellowship is with the Father, and with His Son Jesus Christ. 
2. So that our joy may be made complete
1 John 1:4—These things we write, so that our joy may be made complete. 
3. So that you may know that you have eternal life
1 John 5:13—These things I have written to you who believe in the name of the Son of God, so that you may know that you have eternal life.
4 Principles John is highlighting 
Principle #1: Fellowship with God comes from walking in the light.
Principle #2: Walking in the Light means having an open attitude toward admitting your sinfulness.
John 3:20—Everyone who does evil hates the light, and will not come into the light for fear that his deeds will be exposed.
Principle #3: Application of this principle



Principle #4: This is only possible through Christ 
A. As our Advocate

B. As our Propitiation
The word propitiation carries the basic idea of appeasement or satisfaction, specifically toward God. Propitiation is a two-part act that involves appeasing the wrath of an offended person and being reconciled to him.[footnoteRef:2] [2:  Gotquestions.org] 

The prefix pro means “for,” so propitiation brings about a change in God’s attitude, so that He moves from being at enmity with us to being for us.
