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Matthew 7:1-6
Stewardship is God-given responsibility with accountability.
The Four Factors of Stewardship
1. God owns everything, you own nothing.
2. God entrusts you with everything you have.
3. You can either increase or diminish what God has given you—He wants you to increase it.
4. God can call you into account at any time—it may be today.
3 wrong views that come with judmentalism
I. Wrong view of God 

Matthew 7:1—Do not judge, so that you will not be judged.

John 5:22—For not even the Father judges anyone, but He has given all judgment to the Son

Romans 14:4— Who are you to judge the servant of another? To his own master he stands or falls; and he will stand, for the Lord is able to make him stand.

1 Corinthians 4:3— But to me it is an insignificant matter that I would be examined by you, or by any human court; in fact, I do not even examine myself.

James 4:11-12— Do not speak against one another, brothers and sisters. The one who speaks against a brother or sister, or judges his brother or sister, speaks against the law and judges the law; but if you judge the law, you are not a doer of the law but a judge of it. 12 There is only one Lawgiver and Judge, the One who is able to save and to destroy; but who are you, judging your neighbor?

II. Wrong view of others 
 
Matthew 7:2—For in the way you judge, you will be judged; and by your standard of measure, it will be measured to you.

Psalm 141:5—May the righteous strike me with mercy and discipline me; It is oil for the head; My head shall not refuse it, For my prayer is still against their evil deeds.

1 Corinthians 4:5—Therefore do not go on passing judgment before the time, but wait until the Lord comes, who will both bring to light the things hidden in the darkness and disclose the motives of human hearts; and then praise will come to each person from God.
Romans 2:1—Therefore you have no excuse, you foolish person, everyone of you who passes judgment; for in that matter in which you judge someone else, you condemn yourself; for you who judge practice the same things.
III. Wrong view of self 
Matthew 7:3-4—Why do you look at the speck that is in your brother’s eye, but do not notice the log that is in your own eye? 4 Or how can you say to your brother, ‘Let me take the speck out of your eye,’ and look, the log is in your own eye?
Matthew 7:5—You hypocrite, first take the log out of your own eye, and then you will see clearly to take the speck out of your brother’s eye!
A. Ditches to avoid

a. Unwilling to confront a sinning brother

Luke 12:27—Consider the lilies, how they grow: they neither labor nor spin; but I tell you, not even Solomon in all his glory clothed himself like one of these.
James 1:3—knowing that the testing of your faith produces endurance.
1 Corinthians 11:31—But if we judged ourselves rightly, we would not be judged.
Leviticus 19:17—You shall not hate your fellow countryman in your heart; you may certainly rebuke your neighbor, but you are not to incur sin because of him.

Psalms 51

Luke 22:31-32—“Simon, Simon, behold, Satan has demanded to sift you men like wheat; 32 but I have prayed for you, that your faith will not fail; and you, when you have turned back, strengthen your brothers.”

Galatians 6:1—Brothers and sisters, even if a person is caught in any wrongdoing, you who are spiritual are to restore such a person in a spirit of gentleness; each one looking to yourself, so that you are not tempted as well.

b. We lack discernment and discrimination altogether 

Matthew 7:6—Do not give what is holy to dogs, and do not throw your pearls before pigs, or they will trample them under their feet, and turn and tear you to pieces.

2 peter 2:1—But false prophets also appeared among the people, just as there will also be false teachers among you, who will secretly introduce destructive heresies, even denying the Master who bought them, bringing swift destruction upon themselves. 

2 Peter 2:5-6—and did not spare the ancient world, but protected Noah, a preacher of righteousness, with seven others, when He brought a flood upon the world of the ungodly; 6 and if He condemned the cities of Sodom and Gomorrah to destruction by reducing them to ashes, having made them an example of what is coming for the ungodly; 

2 Peter 2:14—having eyes full of adultery that never cease from sin, enticing unstable souls, having hearts trained in greed, accursed children;

2 Peter 2:20-22— For if, after they have escaped the defilements of the world by the knowledge of the Lord and Savior Jesus Christ, they are again entangled in them and are overcome, the last state has become worse for them than the first. 21 For it would be better for them not to have known the way of righteousness, than having known it, to turn away from the holy commandment handed on to them. 22 It has happened to them according to the true proverb, “A DOG RETURNS TO ITS OWN VOMIT,” and, “A sow, after washing, returns to wallowing in the mire.”

Matthew 13:45-46—Again, the kingdom of heaven is like a merchant seeking fine pearls, 46 and upon finding one pearl of great value, he went and sold everything that he had and bought it.

2 Samuel 9:8—Again he prostrated himself, and said, “What is your servant, that you should be concerned about a dead dog like me?”
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
