God’s Provision for Mankind
Matthew 1:1-16; 2 Samuel 11
Matthew 1:1-16—The record of the genealogy [direct connection to the Genesis genealogies] of Jesus the Messiah, the son of David (God promised him a son that would reign forever), the son of Abraham (God promised that Abraham’s seed would bless the world): 2 Abraham was the father of Isaac, Isaac the father of Jacob, and Jacob the father of Judah and his brothers. 3 Judah was the father of Perez and Zerah by Tamar, Perez was the father of Hezron, and Hezron the father of Ram. 4 Ram was the father of Amminadab, Amminadab the father of Nahshon, and Nahshon the father of Salmon. 5 Salmon was the father of Boaz by Rahab, Boaz was the father of Obed by Ruth, and Obed the father of Jesse. 6 Jesse was the father of David the king. David was the father of Solomon by Bathsheba who had been the wife of Uriah [her of Uriah]. 7…16 Jacob was the father of Joseph the husband of Mary, by whom Jesus was born, who is called the Messiah. 
Background on 2 Samuel 11
· In the Near East, kings normally went out to battle in the spring because of the good weather and the abundance of food available along the way.  
· David, however, remained in Jerusalem, which was not his normal practice during periods of conflict.  This decision set the stage for his iniquity.  
· Bathsheba was the daughter of Eliam, one of David’s mighty men (23:34).  Uriah, her husband, was also one of David’s mighty men.  And although a Hitite, Uriah was a worshiper of the one true God.
· Adultery was punishable by death (Lev 20:10; Deut 22:22).

3 lessons from David with Bathsheba

Power corrupts and ultimate power corrupts absolutely

David was a great king with great power

Acts 13:22—After He had removed him, He raised up David to be their king, concerning whom He also testified and said, ‘I HAVE FOUND DAVID the son of Jesse, A MAN AFTER MY HEART, who will do all My will.’
David’s story is quite different from Joseph’s story 

Genesis 39:7-9—Now Joseph was handsome in form and appearance. 7 It came about after these events that his master’s wife looked with desire at Joseph, and she said, “Lie with me.” 8 But he refused and said to his master’s wife, “Behold, with me here, my master does not concern himself with anything in the house, and he has put all that he owns in my charge. 9 There is no one greater in this house than I, and he has withheld nothing from me except you, because you are his wife. How then could I do this great evil and sin against God?”
Jesus elevates the OT law 

Matthew 5:27-28—You have heard that it was said, ‘YOU SHALL NOT COMMIT ADULTERY’; 28 but I say to you that everyone who looks at a woman with lust for her has already committed adultery with her in his heart.
Worldly sorrow vs Godly repentance

2 Corinthians 7:10—For the sorrow that is according to the will of God produces a repentance without regret, leading to salvation, but the sorrow of the world produces death.
David recognizes the problem but not the sin  

David goes into “damage control”

2 Samuel 11:6—Then David sent to Joab, saying, “Send me Uriah the Hittite.” So Joab sent Uriah to David.

C.  David plays games

2 Samuel 11:7—When Uriah came to him, David asked concerning the welfare of Joab and the people and the state of the war.

D. David covers-up his sin

2 Samuel 11:8—Then David said to Uriah, “Go down to your house, and wash your feet.” And Uriah went out of the king’s house, and a present from the king was sent out after him.  

E.  Contrast of characters

1. Uriah is faithful to the king

2 Samuel 11:11—Uriah  said to David, “The ark and Israel and Judah are staying in temporary shelters, and my lord Joab and the servants of my lord are camping in the open field. Shall I then go to my house to eat and to drink and to lie with my wife? By your life and the life of your soul, I will not do this thing.”   

2. David is faithless to Uriah and his King

2 Samuel 11:27—But the thing that David had done was evil in the sight of the LORD.
David and Bathsheba’s story is our story

  Their story reveals the heart of man

  We often go to great lengths to cover up or excuse our sin

C.   We silence our conscience—which accuses or excuses us

D.    David is confronted with his sin and repents, do we?

2 Samuel 12:13-14—Then David said to Nathan, “I have sinned against the LORD.” And Nathan said to David, “The LORD also has taken away your sin; you shall not die. 14 However, because by this deed you have given occasion to the enemies of the LORD to blaspheme, the child also that is born to you shall surely die.”
