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Matthew 12:34 - For the mouth speaks out of that which fills the heart.
Hebrews 10:24 - …stimulate one another to love and good deeds
I. God has given us a mission
Deuteronomy 6:1 - Now this is the commandment, the statutes and the judgments which the LORD your God has commanded me to teach you, that you might do them in the land where you are going over to possess it…
Deuteronomy 6:3 - O Israel, you should listen and be careful to do it…
A. What is that mission?  
Deuteronomy 6:5 - You shall love the LORD your God with all your heart and with all your soul and with all your might. 
Matthew 22:36-38 - Teacher, which is the great commandment in the Law? And He said to him, “You shall love the Lord your God with all your heart, and with all your soul, and with all your mind.”  This is the great and foremost commandment.
“Man’s chief end is to glorify God, and to enjoy him forever.” (Westminster Shorter Catechism)
B. How are we to love God? 
Deuteronomy 6:5 - …with all your heart and with all your soul and with all your might. 
1. With our entire being
2. Through obedience to His commands
“The all-encompassing love for God was to find its expression in a willing and joyful obedience of the commandments of God.”  (The New International Commentary on the Old Testament:  The Book of Deuteronomy, p. 170.)
John 14:15 - If you love me, you will keep my commandments.
Matthew 7:26-27 - Everyone who hears these words of Mine and does not act on them, will be like a foolish man who built his house on the sand. The rain fell, and the floods came, and the winds blew and slammed against that house; and it fell—and great was its fall.
3. By serving others
Matthew 22:39-40 - The second is like it, “You shall love your neighbor as yourself”.  On these two commandments depend the whole Law and the Prophets.
Matthew 25:40 - Truly I say to you, to the extent that you did it to one of these brothers of Mine, even the least of them, you did it to Me.
If I love God, then I will serve others.
a. At church
Matthew 5:16 - Let your light shine before men in such a way that they may see your good works, and glorify your Father who is in heaven.
b. At home
There are two choices on the shelf:  pleasing God or pleasing self.
Matthew 16:24 - If anyone wishes to come after Me, he must deny himself, and take up his cross and follow Me.
II. God has given us a motivation
A. Who God is
Deuteronomy 6:4 - Hear, O Israel! The LORD is our God, the LORD is one! 
“…the fundamental monotheistic dogma of the Old Testament.”
B. What God has done
III. God has given us a method
Deuteronomy 6:6-9 - These words, which I am commanding you today, shall be on your heart.  You shall teach them diligently to your sons and shall talk of them when you sit in your house and when you walk by the way and when you lie down and when you rise up.  You shall bind them as a sign on your hand and they shall be as frontals on your forehead. You shall write them on the doorposts of your house and on your gates. 
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
